ADMISSION

Undergraduate candidates for teacher licensure can enroll in this
certificate program at any time provided that they have met the lllinois
requirements for admission into a teacher licensure program. The
certificate courses can be applied toward the requirements for an
undergraduate degree. Please see a professional advisor for more
information.

The state requirements for a special education endorsement (LBST) on
an existing license include four courses and a total of 14 credit hours.
